Duties include the following : 
· Histological and immunocytochemical techniques such as paraffin embedding, microtome sectioning and staining of tissues.  The utilization of an imaging system consisting of microscope, camera and computer.

· Genotype multiple mouse colony/lines by PCR; handle mice; obtain blood samples; perform tissue dissection and processing.

· Perform fluorescent enzyme immunoassays for the detection of amylin-like peptides.

· Operate equipment such as plate readers, microtomes, DNA thermocyclers, electrophoretic gel systems, centrifuges, balances and pH meters. 

· Order and maintain the antibodies and supplies needed for immunohistochemistry, also the primers and supplies needed for PCR genotyping. 

· Develop new tissue prepping and staining methods as needed. 

· Organize data from multiple studies and perform quality control checks for consistent accurate results.  Organize numerous tissues and slides.

· Analyze and present data at weekly lab meetings. 

· Work as member of a team with multiple technologists, fellows and principal investigators, however must be able to work independently for long periods while performing histology duties. 

· Perform other related duties as required/assigned.
